BIBLE STUDY

2. Read Matthew 5:27-28. Why would Jesus’ teaching have so astounded His first
century audience?
e How does looking at a woman (or man) lustfully differ from simply admiring
a person’s beauty or thinking someone is attractive?

3. Although Jesus’ teaching in Matthew 5 might have been considered revolutionary,
what do we read in Psalm 66:18 that shows Jesus’ teaching is consistent with Old
Testament theology?

4. Read 2 Samuel 11:2-4 and Genesis 39:6-10. Why did David’s situation in 2 Samuel
have such a starkly different outcome than Joseph’s situation in Genesis 39?

5. Look up the following verses. What insight or instructions do we get from these
verses to help us deal with adulterous thoughts?
