3. Read Isaiah 29:13. In what ways do you see evidence that we are like the people
described by Isaiah?

4. Read Psalm 33:6-9 and 13-15. How do these verses affect your confidence in God to
superintend the affairs of a nation? Explain your answer.

5. As you read through Psalm 33, identify some of the attributes of God mentioned in
these verses. How are these attributes reflected in the character of our nation?

6. Psalm 33:16-17 make it clear that our security as a nation is not dependent upon our
own strength or ingenuity. Does this suggest that we should not attempt to have a
powerful military? Explain your response.

As you consider the four “evidences” that a nation has made the LORD their God as
suggested by this Psalm (Praise, Protection, Patience and Peace of the Nation), are you
encouraged or discouraged by America’s status today?
